Both precincts previously combined at Amtrak Train Station; Amtrak has leased out parking lot
and no longer wishes to be a polling location.



Motion made by Chairman Walker to approve polling location changes noted; seconded by
Commissioner Snider. All in favor; motion carried unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS
Mrs. Allen noted that the organizational meeting of the Arkansas County Election

on two committees in the group; Communication (networking, legislation) and Education.

The Election Commission received a letter of thanks from the Little Rock School District for ADA
improvements made at Franklin Election School (sidewalk and entryway accessibility for voters
with disabilities).

The City of North Little Rock will be reappointing a replacement to carry out remaining term for
Ward 3 seat.

Commissioner Snider inquired about staff evaluations and when they would be conducted.
